The Lake Shikotsu is a kind of volcanic lake in
Shikotsu-Toya National Park, which has one of the
best water quality in Japan. It looks like a long
cocoon and the diameter is 13km and the major
axis is 5 km. The lake is about 40km around and

' the maximum depth is about 360m and the average
depth is about 265m. It is the second deepest lake
in Japan next to the Lake Tazawa in Akita. It is also
known as Japan's northern non-frozen lake.

“Lake Shikotsu Visitor Center”

The Lake Shikotsu Visitor Center is a
facility which introduces you about the Lake
Shikotsu, its flora and fauna, and its natural
surroundings by using the images and
panels, and models friendly and clearly.
